SPIRAL Also known as Tube Section A
BLOCK & TACKLE Also known as Channel  Section B

The following pages show balances and accessories
necessary to repair hung windows.

The purpose of the balance is to hold the vent (sash)
in the desired position when raised. Vents always have

balances on both sides.
SINGLE We recommend that balances be replaced in pairs

Some spiral balances have a “color coded” nylon
bearing. The color will be white, gray, blue, red, black or
green. Sometimes the color fades with time. The code
has changed over the years and with different manufac-
turers, but will be helpful in identifying your balance.

Balances are engineered and produced to specific
weight specifications.
